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1. Winter vacation is the time for student to take a rest. There should be no homework, and
students can make use of the time to read some books that they like. (5 73 )

2. School-oriented curriculum emphasizes that schools may design their own instructional
contents based on individual characteristics. For instance, an aboriginal school can
combine student’s living experiences such as knitting and arrow-shooting into
instructional subjects. (557 )
